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On the Night of Museums, Laznia Centre for Contemporary Art presents FLOWER FEAR -
SLEEP TERROR, the first intervention in Poland by the Italian artist Stefano Cagol.
This installation – specifically conceived for the site – connects all the floors of the centre in a
reflection on personal fears and collective fears. Visitors of the institution are involved in
experiencing the ascending/descending spiral as a metaphor of actual chronic behaviors and
reactions influenced by the media, public opinion, politics, economy, and prejudices. By physical
and mental borders.
“People manipulated by TV news, politics, market, etc. are like people who are asleep because
they trust in what they hear. And this happens mechanically because we just need to trust
somebody; the question 'who should we trust' sounds banal.” – Kamila Wielebska
